CONFIRMATION  OF  MINUTES 

The Minutes of Meeting held on 9th March 2005 were confirmed and adopted on the proposal of Cllr. C. Warnock, seconded by Cllr. T. Flaherty.

MANAGER’S  ORDERS 

The Manager’s Orders submitted to the Council were noted.

PLANNING  APPLICATIONS  RECEIVED

AND  APPEALS  TO  AN  BORD  PLEANALA 

The planning applications received and appeals to An Bord Pleanala submitted to the meeting were noted.

TOWN  CLERK’S  REPORT

The Town Clerk’s Report was circulated in advance and he informed the matters as follows:-

Matters arising from Minutes 

Compost Bins 

It was noted that the charge for compost bins had been reduced from €25 to €15 and these were now available from the County Council.

Wall at St. Bridget’s Terrace

The Town Clerk informed the members that it was proposed to demolish this wall and this would be included in the Roads Programme for 2005. 

It was also noted that drains at St. Bridget’s Terrace had been cleaned.

Derelict house at O’Connell Terrace 

It was noted that the possibility of acquiring this house by compulsory purchase order is now being explored.  

Windows and Doors Scheme 

The Town Clerk informed the members that the scheme is now complete and a total of 39 houses have been completed and a small number of houses had back windows installed, work which was not included in this or a previous scheme.

It was agreed to examine houses in Springlawn where some of the doors installed were not draught proof.

Central Heating Scheme 2005 

The Town Clerk informed the members that 169 tenants had been written to advising them of the scheme.  57 replies were received with the following options indicated:-

The members were informed that a scheme was now being prepared for submission to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.

Ballymacormack Cemetery 

The members were informed that work has now been completed on this project with the exception of tarmacadam and landscaping.  It was agreed to examine an area inside the main gate which needed attention.

Geraldine Terrace / Centenary Square Car Park

The members  were informed that agreements were now in place with all of the interested parties and these were now being formalised by the legal adviser.  It was noted that work commenced on this project on Monday 4th April and it’s being carried out by Council staff.

Cllr. J. McDonnell requested that disabled parking bays be highlighted in a blue colour and it was agreed to have this matter examined.  

On the proposal of Cllr. C. Warnock, seconded by Cllr. B. Gilmore, it was resolves to proceed with the work in accordance with notice served under Part VIII of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001.  It was noted that the statutory notices had been inserted and that no submissions or observations had been made.

Ballymahon Street Car Park 

The members were informed that the consultants dealing with this scheme would be in a position to forward detailed specifications and drawings shortly.

Cllr. T. Flaherty stated that this development at the rear of Ballymahon Street should be deferred for the moment as there was adequate parking space available in other areas of the town.

Longford Swimming Pool 

The members were informed that the County Council had confirmed that all required details and documentation had been forwarded to the respective government departments to ensure quick progress with the project.

The Town Clerk informed the members that the Department of the Environment required confirmation from the Town Council that financial assistance would be forthcoming.

On the proposal of Mayor P. Nolan, seconded by Cllr. C. Warnock, it was resolved that a financial contribution, to be agreed, would be available from the Town Council.

All Weather facility at the Mall 

It was noted that tenders had been invited for the project and that the closing date was 8th April 2005.  The members were informed that a total of seven tenders had been received.

LONGFORD  TOWN  BOUNDARY  EXTENSION 

The Town Clerk informed the members that the application to the County Council to extend the Town Council boundary had been returned with a request to include the townland of Cooleeny.  It was noted that this townland was outside the by-pass line proposed and it was agreed to defer the matter for future consideration.
