CONFIRMATION  OF  MINUTES

The minutes of the meeting dated 12th September 2006 were confirmed and adopted on the proposal of Cllr. Tony Flaherty and seconded by Cllr. Paul Connell.

MANAGER’S  ORDERS 

The Manager’s Orders made since the previous meeting of the Council were noted by the members.

PLANNING  APPLICATIONS  RECEIVED

AND  APPEALS  TO  AN  BORD  PLEANALA 

The planning applications received and appeals to An Bord Pleanala since the previous meeting of the Council were noted by the members.

TOWN  CLERK’S  REPORT 

The Town  Clerk’s Report was circulated to the meeting and he informed the members as follows:

Matters arising from Minutes 

The Town Clerk informed the members that he had difficulty arranging a meeting with Mr. Jim Reilly, Local Area Manager of H.S.E.

Mr. Reilly had referred him to Mr. Donie Murtagh, Local Administrator, who explained that the casualty and midoc service were being relocated and that this work would take approximately two weeks.  Mr. Murtagh then invited the members of the Council to view the new arrangements and to meet with the local health staff and, if necessary, the midoc partners. 

It was agreed that we would take up this offer when available and request that Mr. Jim Reilly be in attendance at that meeting.

It was noted that new consultative committees were being set up by the Health Service Executive and it was agreed to write to the Minister for Health seeking Town Council representation on this committee.

Flooding in Springlawn 

Cllr. Christy Warnock raised the issue of flooding in Springlawn and stated that this work must be done coming into the winter.

The members were informed the responsibility for this rested jointly with Longford County Council and Longford Town Council and developers along the route and it was agreed to seek an area meeting with the members of Longford County Council and that this matter be placed on the agenda.

BALLYMAHON  STREET  CAR  PARK  CHARGES 

The members were informed that construction of Ballymahon Street Car Park was progressing satisfactorily and it was recommended that the charges applicable here be the same as for the Annaly Car Park on Main Street with a charge of 80c per hour and an all day charge of €2.  

This was agreed by the members.

PART  VIII  PROPOSED  TRANSIENT  HALTING

SITE  AT  WILLOW  PARK  HALTING  SITE 

The members were informed that significant alterations have been carried out to the previous design of the Halting Site and it was agreed that these changes warranted a further proposal and it was agreed to open a further consultation stage under the Part VIII process.

LICENCE  FOR  TABLES  AND  CHAIRS  OUTSIDE A  

HOTEL,  RESTAURANT,  PUBLIC  HOUSE, ETC.WHERE  

FOOD IS SOLD  FOR  CONSUMPTION  ON  THE  PREMISES 

The members were informed that the conditions for a licence for tables and chairs outside a hotel, restaurant, public house, etc. had been open to public consultation for the required period.  It was noted that no representations had been received.

On the proposal of Cllr. Peggy Nolan, seconded by Cllr. Paul Connell, the licence conditions were unanimously agreed.

SUMMARY  OF  REVENUE  EXPENDITURE  TO  30/9/2006 

The Town Clerk informed the members that the revenue expenditure to the 30th September 2006 remained strong.  He stated that the sources of income available to the Council were performing well and the Council were also managing to keep a tight control on expenditure.

NOTICES  OF  MOTION 

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Cllr. Paddie Connellan and seconded by Cllr. Paul Connell:-

“That this Council make immediate arrangements to fill in the numerous deep and dangerous pot holes in and around the town”.

Discussion on this motion was deferred as it was noted that many of the roads in bad condition in and around the town were County Council responsibility and it 

was agreed to take this matter up at the proposed area meeting with Longford County Council.

The following Notice of Motion was proposed by Cllr. Paddie Connellan and seconded by Cllr. Peggy Nolan:-

“That the Council publish its traffic plans (if any) for the town and its environs”.

It was agreed to defer discussion on this motion and to refer to the proposed area meeting with Longford County Council.

Cllr. Peggy Nolan raised Notice of Motion received from Clones Town Council as follows:-

“That Clones Town Council urges National Government to ensure the implementation of the National Youth Development Project and ensure that adequate financial resources are allocated to voluntary youth organisations to develop quality youth services with mainstream funding”.

On the proposal of Cllr. Peggy Nolan, seconded by Cllr. Brendan Farrell, it was agreed to refer this motion to the Rapid Co-ordinator so that Rapid funding might be made available for the development of these services in Longford Town.

ANY  OTHER  BUSINESS  

The members raised the following issues under Any Other Business:-

Cllr. Paul Connell requested that the Camlin River be diverted at the Mill Wheel to allow necessary works be carried out.

Cllr. Peggy Nolan requested that signs at the Blindman’s Walk and signs at Camlin Mews be erected.

Cllr. Paul Connell stated that parking at St. Oliver Plunkett’s School on Blindman’s Walk was intense and stated that an adjoining landowner was prepared to lease car parking spaces to them.  


It was agreed to have this matter examined.

4)
Cllr. Paddie Connellan requested that signs for St. Joseph’s Hospital and other signs which had been ordered be erected.

5)
Cllr. Christy Warnock stated that the bye-laws in relation to the consumption of alcohol on the streets cannot be enforced as long as there are no signs stipulating this and it was agreed to have this matter further examined.

On the proposal of Cllr. Paddie Connellan, seconded by Cllr. Peggy Nolan, it was agreed to make a contribution of €250 to Longford Pioneer Group from the grant for community organisations.

It was agreed to examine the case of overhanging trees at the Battery Road, Longford.

This concluded the business of the meeting.
