ENVIRONMENTAL PRIMING GRANT

OBJECTIVE ELIGIBILITY AND CONDITIONS

1. The purpose of the Grant is to allow the Council to contribute financially to local groups such as Residents Associations, Action Groups, etc., which will carry out environmental works in their housing estates.  Any group carrying out local environmental work can apply for grant aid and each application will be considered on its merits.

2.
The Grant must be used for the purpose of purchasing trees, shrubs, brushes, shovels weed-killer and other incidental items which are required to carry out the environmental maintenance and improvement works.

3. Before giving a grant for any project the Council must be satisfied that the Applicant is a bona fide group representative of the area to which the Application relates and that any improvements will be available to the public and not just a particular section or group.

4. A grant of €250.00 will be made available to approved projects. Grant applications will be processed on a first come, first served basis.

5.
Applications for grant assistance should be addressed to the Town Clerk, Longford Town Council, Municipal Offices, Market Square, Longford and SUBMITTED NOT LATER THAN FRIDAY, 10th July, 2009.  On receipt of notification of this Council’s approval, works may commence.

6.
Grants payable should be submission of Receipts to the Council not later than Friday 14th August 2009 in the year that the application for grant approval has been submitted.  An individual member nominated by the Group shall be responsible for such submission.  Approval having been granted and on receipt of said Receipts, payment shall be made by this Council.
